Voprosy organizaciji i metodik! konkretno- 
sociologičcskich issledovanij, red. G. Ašin aj., 
Moskva 1963

Sborník, předkládající výzkumné přístupy a 
zčásti i výsledky téměř všech předních sovět­
ských sociologů a pracovišť. G. Straks se za­
bývá vědoslovnými problémy, zejména z hle­
diska významu sociologických výzkumů pro 
rozvoj historického materialismu. Zdůrazňuje, 
že speciální společenské výzkumy nelze pova­
žovat za sociologické. Základní koncepční vý­
znam má stať G. Osipova, J. Kozyreva, V. 
Kolbanouského a M. Ajvazjana o úkolech a 
metodách konkrétních sociologických výzku­
mů. Ukazují jejich význam pro sociální regu­
laci nejrůznějších vztahů a činností (včetně 
všestranného rozvoje osobnosti, využití volné­
ho času atd.). Úvahy o technickém pokroku 
zjišťují jeho rozporný vliv na charakter 
práce. P. Maslov se značnou hloubkou analy­
zuje úlohu statistiky v sociologických výzku­
mech. G. Andrejevová rozebírá některé me­
tody empirických výzkumů v soudobé buržo- 
azní sociologii. Následuje řada statí, informu­
jících o organizaci, metodách i výsledcích 
jednotlivých výzkumů. V. Jadov sděluje zku­
šenosti z metodicky dobře vybavené práce 
laboratoře sociologických výzkumů při lenin­
gradské universitě. Na rozdíl od Andrejevové 
posuzuje pozitivně možnosti sociometrických 
metod při výzkumech společenských vztahů 
v malých skupinách za socialismu. J. Osta­
penko referuje o výzkumu složení účastníků 
hnutí za komunistickou práci na moskevských 
podnicích, G. Ašin o výzkumu tohoto hnutí 
v železniční dopravě, náš P. Machonin o vý­
zkumu brigád socialistické práce na pražském 
závodě CKD-Sokolovo. L. Kogan s R. 1 lano­
vou rozebírají výsledky výzkumu účasti ural- 
ských dělníků na veřejně politickém životě. 
Článek Ašina přináší četné podněty i k vý­
zkumům využití volného času, kterým jsou 
speciálně věnovány stati R. Lamkova (výzku­
my v textilních závodech Furmanova) a Z. 
Stojková (bulharské výzkumy). B. Grušin re­
feruje o činnosti Institutu veřejného mínění 
při „Komsomolské pravdě“.

Grušin B., Cikin V., Ispoveď pokolenija.
Moskva, Molodaja gvardija 1962

Kniha zpracovává 17446 odpovědí mladých 
lidí do 30 let na novinovou anketu, vyhláše­
nou v r. 1961 na téma Co si myslíte o svém 
pokolení? Jako tomu je u podobných anket 
vždy, ani zde nelze hovořit o reprezentačním 
vzorku; je nepoměrně slabé zastoupení žen 
(pouze čtvrtina účastníků) a venkovské mlá­
deže. Druhý nedostatek je zčásti překonáván 
porovnáváním profesionálních a teritoriálních 
kategorií, kdežto odlišnosti odpovědí mužů a 
žen uvažovány nejsou. S příslušnou rezervou 
lze považovat výsledky za spolehlivou kolek­
tivní sebeanalýzu relativně aktivnější a pře­
vládající části sovětské mládeže. Přes 60% 
účastníků spojovalo své ideály s dalším vzdě­
láváním. 83,4 % vyjádřilo spokojenost se svým 
pokolením. Pořadí odpovědí na otevřenou 
otázku o silných rysech sovětské mládeže: 
vlastenectví (téměř třetina), morální kvality 
(mužnost, pravdivost, citlivý vztah k lidem 
aj. — 31%), oddanost straně a ideám komunis­
mu, touha po poznání (20,3 %), pracovitost 
(19,8 %) kolektivismus, aktivita a nadšení, 
úsilí o nové, mírumilovnost, internacionalis­
mus. Na zvláštní zavřenou otázku odpovědělo 
85,3 % účastníků, že považuje své pokolení za 
cílevědomé. Pouze 4,4 % uvedlo, že nemají 
cíl ve svém životě nebo o tom nepřemýšleli. 
81,9% je přesvědčeno, že svého cíle dosáhne. 
Pořadí nejčastějších odpovědí na otevřenou 
otázku, v čem spočívá vlastní životní cil: 
přinášet užitek lidu a vlasti (33,5 %), stát se 
dobrým odborníkem (33,1 %), stát se všestran­
ně rozvinutým člověkem (15,5%). Ostatní od­
povědi byly sporadické. 3101 účastníků ne­
vidí, že by u sovětské mládeže byly rozšířeny 
záporné rysy. Ostatní odpovědi na příslušnou 
otevřenou otázku měly toto pořadí: požívání 
alkoholu (23,4 % se značným odstupem od 
ostatních), napodobování západní módy, ne­
dostatky v citové vychovanosti v etickém 
i estetickém ohledu, nedostatky v kultuře 
chování, pasivita (8,5 %), nevážnost k práci, 
nesamostatnost. Zcela nepatrně byly uváděny 
religiozita (to považují autoři za neadekvátní) 
a nacionalismus. Tato anketa zahájila činnost 
Ústavu veřejného mínění při „Komsomolské 
pravdě“; po ní následovala řada dalších an­
ket, knižně zatím nezpracovaných. Jak trávíte 
volný čas? S čím na Mars? (Kterých 15 ex­
ponátů z různých oblastí lidské práce a kul­
tury, nejlépe charakterizujících úroveň zem­
ské civilizace XX. století, navrhujete poslat 
Marťanům?) Obsluhují vás dobře? (nedostat­
ky ve službách) aj.

M. Katriak, Notes on a Logical Model 
of Marxist Sociological Research

The author characterizes scientific research 
as a complicated, purposeful, analytico-syn- 
thetic intellectual activity based on practice 
and reverting to it, and markedly character­
ized by a systematic organized study of 
objects of reality by means of precisely de­
fined methodological means and procedures. 
The process of scientific research includes, 
on the one hand, the comprehension of phe­
nomena as the outer aspect of objective re­
ality, and, on the other hand, the under­
standing of the nature, causes and laws 
governing these phenomena. The main pur­
pose of this research is to obtain a system 
of scientific facts which truly and completely 
reflect the fundamental characteristics and 
correlations of the respective number of units 
or complexes of phenomena.

In the course of research the author dis­
cerns the following fundamental operations: 
1. Determination and definition of the scien­
tific problem or the phenomenon to be in­
vestigated, 2. Preliminary empirico-theoretical 
analysis of the investigated problem or the 
phenomenon and formulation of a working 
hypothesis, 3. Development of a research 
scheme or methods of research, their general 
evaluation and practical verification in the 
course of preliminary research, 4. Solution of 
the organizational aspects of the research 
programme, 5. Systematic study of the pheno­
menon or problem by means of special 
research methods or securing of objective 
empiric material, 6. Study, evaluation, clas­
sification, description, comparison, and a theo­
retical analysis of facts and discovery of the 
causes and laws or explanation of the prob­
lem or the phenomenon under consideration, 
7. Formulation of the research conclusions in 
the form of scientific facts, 8. Verification 
of the validity of scientific knowledge in 
social practice and their practical application.

The author considers sociological research 
to be a heuristic component of sociology as 
an empirico-theoretical scientific discipline. 
He states the following specific character­
istics of concrete sociological research: a) 
particular conception of the object of re­
search which includes social phenomena in 
their complexity; b) specialization in the 
study of phenomena of contemporary social 
life which are investigated in the process of 
their development particularly by means of

the application of the historico-comparative 
method, c) relatively wide applicability of 
the results of sociological research in prac­
tical social guidance performance, d) oper­
ative versatility, e) collective of research in 
the majority of cases.

In conclusion, the author deals with ge­
neral problems of concrete sociological re­
search by way of examples. .

Václav Lamser, Gnoseological Problems 
of Sociological Research

Sociological research is a cognitive process 
which has gnoseological, logical and socio- 
psychological aspects. This article deals with 
gnoseological problems, particularly with the 
so-called weak points of sociological research.

Research is based on a certain system of 
knowledge. This system opens, the problem is 
defined and the research problem is deter­
mined. The results of research are to be 
incorporated into the system of knowledge, 
changing it to a certain extent, and thus 
imposing the problem of the systemization of 
knowledge.

The actual research process has several 
phases. Its focal point is observation which 
divides the whole process into a preparatory 
phase, observation, the processing of data 
secured and the systemization of knowledge 
thus obtained.

The preparatory phase includes the follow­
ing main gnoseological categories: quantitative 
and qualitative representations, contingency 
or intentionality of selection, and choice of 
procedure.

The observation of social phenomena and 
processes is a certain social situation and in 
the simplest case an interaction. Its main 
gnoseological categories are validity, reliability 
and equivalence. Various errors of observa­
tion may occur between the phenomenon and 
the observer (in the course of direct or in­
direct observation) as well as between the 
observer and the record of observation.

An important place in the research process 
is occupied by quantification. Part of this 
thought-process is the formation of the oper­
ative definitions of investigated character­
istics in the form of symbols or indirect 
indices. Exactness has its quantitative and 
qualitative aspects.

Important in the treatment of data is 
a description, representing an essential inter-

mediate link which, in a condensed form, 
yields comprehensive information on the field 
of research and phenomena occurring in it. 
Based on this description are several phases 
of analysis. Sociological research endeavours 
— sometimes with great difficulty — to 
achieve causal and dialectic analyses.

Karel Macha, Subject of the Science 
of Human Relations (A Theoretical Project)

1. The task of the science of human relations 
is to grasp those relations among people 
which have not been dealt with by other 
social sciences. In the first place two spheres 
of human relations must be distinguished, 
namely, social relations (non-human. neutral 
from the viewpoint of their human contents) 
and human relations. This difference is hypo­
thetically motivated by the presumption that 
the majority of defects of the present-day 
relations among people is the result of dif­
ferentiation of human relations (i.e. relations 
which arise and continue naturally) from 
social relations (created by institutional needs, 
maintained institutionally and falling into 
oblivion together with the disappearance of 
the respective institution). In this respect the 
science of human relations is formulated as 
a model, being represented in the given 
situation as a theory of human relations.

2. The subject of the science of human 
relations is consequently the result of a gen­
erally negative definition: it includes the 
sphere covered insufficiently by other social 
sciences. The independence of its subject is 
due to the non-independence of other sciences 
in the same field of scientific considerations. 
In this respect, however, it is necessary to 
consider the subject of the science of human 
relations in coincidence with the positive 
contents of this science, namely, with the 
needs of the rediscovery of man who. due to 
badly conceived sociologization, began m be­
come, for other social sciences, a combination 
of social relations.

3. An independent science of human re­
lations cannot be an isolated science. On the 
contrary, it can represent only a generalizing 
discipline built up in close cooperation with 
modern social sciences. Particularly its co­
operation with sociology, cultural anthropo­
logy, social psychology, socio-technical theo­
ries, social medicine, and the social theory 
of architecture comes to the fore. This con­
sideration is based on practical cooperation 
of scientists of the afore-mentioned branches 
on the problem of “The influence of working 
process on the modelling of human relations".

4. The consideration of the subject of the 
science of human relations is actually con­
nected with the present development of socio­
logy in Czechoslovakia, simultaneously repre­
senting an attempt to achieve a more pro­
found formulation of one of the possible 
branches of the future science on human 
society. In this connection it is necessary to 
take into consideration the relation of socio­
logy to historical materialism, this relation 
having always played a role of eminent im-

portance in all discussions held hitherto on 
the subject of a general social science. Alter­
natively, this consideration can be based on 
the following possible assumptions:

a) Sociology has its own subject if we con­
sider it a general discipline (in the theoretical 
and methodological respects) dealing with 
social relations.

b) Sociology has not its own subject if we 
consider a general social philosophy (in the 
given case historical materialism) as a dis­
cipline superior to it.

c) Sociology has and has not its own sub­
ject if we recognize simultaneously historical 
materialism and philosophy as equivalent 
general disciplines.

The conception of the subject of sociology 
depends on the choice of one of the possible 
alternatives, terminological problems being 
problems of a second order only.

5. With regard to philosophy only one fun­
damental problem is of importance in the 
given connection, namely, the relation be­
tween general philosophy and intermediated 
philosophy (the problem of the world within 
Man. macrocosmos in microcosmos), i.e. the 
problem of differentiated philosophy, the 
philosophical expression of the various di­
mensions of human relations. “Philosophy as 
such", i.e. philosophy non-differentiated, is 
too general to make general concreteness 
always concrete generality (though the latter 
should be a logical consequence of the for­
mer). The problem of the relations of philo­
sophy to the problem of human relations is, 
to a certain extent, a contradiction in itself, 
the plane of philosophy is the only one in 
which the problem of the inner discrepancy 
between Man and the world can be solved; 
however, it cannot be only philosophy. In 
this respect the science of human relations 
is based, on the one hand, on its differentia­
tion from both the purely phenomenological 
method and. on the other hand, from naively 
realistic simplifications seeking immediate 
connections between the economy and the 
inner life of the subject.

6. The project of the science of human 
relations is thus an attempt to form a future 
possible synthesis of the notions about Man 
which exists today, scattered into a number 
of sciences due to their unsystematic special­
ization. It is an attempt to attain an over­
all picture of Man as a problem for a scientist 
in the sphere of social life.

Miroslav Jodi, Some Problems of Ideological 
Motion in the Federal Republic of Germany 

after the Second World War
This article is not meant to give exhaustive 
information on the given problem. An in­
vestigation of the ideological and value 
motion of any society in a certain period 
of time is always a very difficult, serious 
and responsible problem which cannot be 
solved without several years’ work by a whole 
team of workers. Such work is, however, 
most necessary, and the present article 
should represent a preliminary contribution 
to the problem.



It is not the author’s intention to give 
a detailed or even brief survey of the theories 
of outstanding sociologists and social philo­
sophers in the Federal Republic of Germany 
since the end of the Second World War. He 
rather endeavours to trace some trends char­
acteristic of the ideological motion which 
shun the walls of an academic study: socio­
logía magna is not always sociología viva. 
For this reason the reader encounters think­
ers of different orders.

Similarly, it is not the intention of the 
author to give the impression that all the 
statements and conceptions of the quoted 
personalities are of an ideological character 
only. The cognitive contribution of some of 
these statements and conceptions is beyond 
discussion. However, sociology being a social 
science, it cannot do without certain ideo­
logical optics and ideological preferences, 
particularly in cases where it states general 
opinions, so that it can be investigated from 
the viewpoint of these optics and preferences.

The article begins with a brief survey of 
the state prevailing after the Second World 
War. It was a state of ideological devastation 
characterized by several marked types of 
ideological attitudes, such as disintegration of 
the given social and ideological relations re­
sulting in radical individualism, resistance 
against any ideology, an inclination towards 
religious values (as a certain solution of ideo­
logical devastation) and the problem of the 
reckoning (Schuldfrage). The period of ideo­
logical recriminations was replaced by an 
ideological discussion which was led on two 
fundamental levels: the level of criticism of 
West-German contemporaneity in the sphere 
of conscience, and the level of seeking a new 
positive model.

The “critical” level deals chiefly with the 
growth of the consumptive way of life, the 
“positive" level manifests itself chiefly in 
various conceptions of the “Abendland” which 
form an important, though not the only com­
ponent of the new “German ideology”.

In the fifties it was the problem of the 
elite that became the centre of attention. The 
theory of the elite has become (according to 
Leo Kofler) “a philosophy which is fashion­
able at present". This interest is character­
istic because the development of mass society 
gives rise to the acute problem of functional 
political control and management. In addi­
tion, in Germany the necessity of the solution 
of this problem is fostered by painful histor-i

ical experience, the insufficiency of German 
democratic traditions and the position of 
West Germany as a “border state” in the 
immediate vicinity of the socialist world.

Of the number of thematic trends of the 
interests in the problem of the elite the fol­
lowing are mentioned in this article: Elite 
and Democracy. What Kind of Democracy? 
What is Democracy? Elite and the Masses. 
What are the Masses? Mass Society. Elite 
and Accomplishment.

The article further includes an evaluation 
of some texts by Stammer, Ehrenstein, Rack 
and Dreitzel, Dreitzel’s conception being con­
sidered the most modern West-German at­
tempt to solve the given problem. It is, how­
ever, criticized because of its metasociological 
and ideological extrapolations.

J. Kohout, Sociology as a Vocation

In his introduction, the author points out the 
dependence of professiographic considerations 
about sociology on the limitations of the sub­
ject of sociology, as now discussed all over 
the world. Practical requirements of social 
development, however, necessitate the train­
ing of sociological experts. Empirical re­
search, e.g. by the Heidelberg University, de­
fines three principal fields for graduates of 
sociological studies: scientific research and 
pedagogical work, the field of economics, the 
field of social control in the widest sense of 
the word (analysis of the social structure, 
political relations, means of communication, 
study of public opinion).

The author confronts these conclusions 
with some experiences gained in the socialist 
countries and draws theoretical conclusions 
on accordance and differences in professio­
graphic considerations about sociology in dif­
ferent social systems. In particular, he 
emphasizes the need of applying qualitative 
viewpoints in the training of sociological spe­
cialists in socialist countries; on the other 
hand, he points out the importance of supple­
menting the qualification of other professions 
— especially of leading economic workers — 
by fundamental knowledge of sociology and 
psychology. In conclusion, the author deals 
in more detail with the task of industrial 
sociologists in socialist economy and points 

out the significance of a wide international 
discussion on the profession of the sociologist 
i the socialist society.
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
